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The Merri-Linda Visits Tocumwal

One of the more interesting visitors to Tocumwal over the Christmas New Year period was the

“Merri-Linda". She was tied to the river bank just between the boat ramp & the willows. A 48 footer,
steel hulled, drawing 3ft & powered by an old Bedford motor she sat quietly by the wharf eyeing all
those who came to give her the once over. In her hey day (1948) she was fitted with a T.M. Forbes
engine, plyed the Mighty Murray around the Renmark area & towed two barges full of red gum logs,
usually from Paringa—Lindsay Island. She now is the temporary home of Bev & Len Prossor. Len has
fitted her out with a comfortable interior for their leisurely cruise up the Murray. They will go as far
as Yarrawonga, before retracing their steps back to Renmark. There she will be sold with the hope
that someone else will be able to make a journey similar to what Len & Bev have made—a #rip of a
l/ifetime. So far it has taken 2months to get to Toc. Len is no stranger to the area as he has lived &
worked around these parts before & has done a lot of touring since a forced retirement some years
back. He has a bus back home in Renmark that he has converted & has taken many interesting &
diverse trips around Australia over the years. When I asked his thoughts on the condition of the river
he remarked that he thought it was very healthy & commented on the prolific bird life that they had
seen. He commented that the worst problem he had seen was “Golden Dodder” that was very bad in a
number of areas downstream & that he had had a couple of tight scrapes in a number of places due to
trees that had fallen into the river. He has been using the River Murray Maps & has diligently marked
the places that may give boats trouble in the future. If you missed the " Merri ~Linda", then keep an
eye out for her on her return visit. JC

PAIN MEDICATIONS WITHOUT A
PRESCRIPTION

What is in them and what do they do?

Paracetamol may relieve mild to moderate pain, and reduce fever. It will
not help with a cough or nasal congestion, though it may relieve a
headache caused by nasal congestion. Most people, though not all, can
take paracetamol safely, but excessive use can lead to irreversible liver
damage, so dosage is important, especially in children. Paracetamol is in
several different medications, so be careful not to take more than the total
allowable dosage.

Anti-Inflammatory Pain Killers This group of drugs includes aspirin,
ibuprofen, and diclofenac. Like paracetamol, they relieve mild to moderate
pain, and reduce fever. They may be more effective than paracetamol in
some conditions, because of their anti-inflammatory effect. However, great
care should be taken with these. They are not always suitable for
gastrointestinal problems, because they can make these conditions worse.
They cause problems with a nhumber of medical conditions, and with many
other medications. If you wish to use these, it is wise to seek advice on
what is appropriate for your particular circumstances. It is also preferable
not to offer these tablets to others, since this medication may not be
advisable for them. These are highly effective medications, but can cause
very serious and occasionally fatal complications.

Codeine may relieve stronger pain in most people, but is only available in
combination with other pain relievers, like Paracetamol and Ibuprofen,
unless you have a prescription. While often very effective, it can also be
habit forming, so withdrawal symptoms can occur when the drug is ceased.
Codeine may also cause sleepiness, constipation and nausea.

Pain medications may reduce some of your symptoms but they do not
actually cure anything. Pain exists to tell us that something is wrong, so if
you have persistent unexplained pain, make sure you see your Doctor.

Score the sinew throughout the meat & edge to
prevent It curling whilst cooking. Rump: a great all
rounder, lean & full of flavor.

T-Bone: probably the most used because of flavor
& tenderness. Scotch Fillet: 3 juicy, boneless, tender
cut, that has lots of flavor. Portethouse: 3 tender
cut & has a rich flavor. Has many applications be-
side BBQ-ing. Fillet: also known as eye fillet it is
milder in flavor & very tender( not for char grillers
~ please). Ask your local butcher or supermarket
to help you if you are having trouble deciding.

Along with any meat you choose a good salad
always works well to complete a great meal. There
are many recipe’s with exciting new flavour’s &
combinations, many that we wouldn't have
thought of putting together years ago. Some that
may interest you are: A coldslaw made of fennel &
radishes & dill, chopped watermelon with red onion
& mint, Char-grilled zucchini strips with feta
cheese, & you can’t go past the ever faithful, rich
ripe tomato, served with basil, & a good olive oil.

ron set a very high standard. On the most recent trip Dave and Christine con-
tinued the tradition of excellent land crew services that this project has enjoyed

Dave puts it like this:

I recently spent five days backing up my old school-friend Rod McEwin who has
so far paddled and windsurfed a total of about 800 kilometers along the River
Murray on his windsurfer board raising money for an aboriginal health research
foundation. That’s about one third of the length of Murray. The windsurfer
board has been accurately described as the most basic craft to traverse the
Murray. My job was to set up camp, find Rod during the day (not so easy as the
river twists in a very confusing manner) and give him food and drink, suss out
the next stretch so he was less likely to perish; and get the dinner ready. The
latter was made easier by Christine cooking in advance three excellent meals
which I kept in the car fridge ....and by screw top wine bottles!

I was amazed to find beautiful stretches of river, abundant birdlife and secluded
campsites just 2.5 hours from Melbourne. If you haven’t been to the “narrows”
and the Barmah/Millewa forest area...GO there!
